Some informations about Milos island and Rosario Monastery
Check-in and check-out

· If you take a taxi that doesn’t know the address, ask for the catholic church “Rosario” in Plaka. The monastery is contiguous to the church and has been constructed at the same time. The entrance is a blue iron portal (see the photo on the website).
· When arriving at the end of the road on the little square where is Palayos bakery, turn on your left, then turn on your right after the gift store (50 meters) and turn again on your left (20 meters). The portal is the first on your right.

· The portal of the monastery will be closed but not locked. To open it, put your hand through the gate and pull the latch. You will find a set of keys inside the electricity counter box located on the right at the end of the courtyard in front of the main entrance of the monastery. The set has three keys : one for the portal opening on the street, one for the main entrance and one opening the doors of the three bedrooms. 
· Unless specific cases, checking in starts at 4:00 PM. Cleaning will be done before your arrival. 

· Check-out before 10AM in order to leave Maria enough time to clean the house. 
· When leaving the monastery for the beaches please lock the iron portal. Tourists may want to pass by the monastery to visit the Rosario catholic church although the official way is by the orthodox church.

· Municipal dustbins are located in the nearest public parking at the entrance of the village close to “En Plo” restaurant.
Rooms
· You will find beach towels in the dressing (please do not bring bath towels on the beach) 

· Toilets : please never throw in the bowl any hygienic paper, tampon or any paper. Pipes could be blocked and unblocking would take a long time and be very expensive.

· Each room has its own fan on the ceiling that can be run with a remote controller. You also have air conditioning with its own remote controller.
· From the first room, there is an access to an attic-type little room by a little blue wooden locked staircase. As the staircase could be dangerous, the access is forbidden and locked, it is not counted in the description of the house (5 beds, 9 persons).
· Each room has rolling shutters and mosquitoes protections on the windows. We recommend to maintain doors opened with the hooks that is on wall nearby. Strong winds blow often during the day (meltem) and would damage doors that have not been blocked.

WIFI
· The wifi box is located in the third bedroom next to the kitchen. Usually 2 « repeaters » are installed in the sitting room and the first bedroom to amplify the wifi signal which is otherwise not catched in those rooms. 
· Sometimes the PC or smartphones do not connect automatically on the adequate source. You must go in the wifi settings of your device to force it to catch the good signal.

· If the wifi signal is not catched by your PC/smartphone you can unplug the wifi box or the repeater a few seconds and plug it again. The repeater is also equipped with a “reset” button that you can activate during a few seconds.

· An alternative concerning your smarthphone is to put it a few seconds on “airplane mode” to  relaunch the searching of the signal (it works very often…)

· In any case take patience, it can occur that your smartphone function correctly and not your PC or the other way round but normally it will come back…
Water
· Water is the main problem on all Cycladic islands. The water plant is on private hands and dimensioned for local population and not for 10 times more during the tourist affluence. 
The water is desalted but not proper to drink because of decrepit piping. 
We have then equipped the kitchen with a tape on the right of the sink connected with a filter which produces an outflow of 8 liters per hour of mineral water. 
Fortunately like most old mansions, the monastery has its own citern ready to take over in case of possible water cut-off in july and august. The switch is automatic but you will realize it when water pressure will fall down. The outflow of filtered water will fall down to less than one liter per hour. You may be forced in the meantime to buy some bottles of mineral water. When the citern is online, take care of your water consumption if they are plenty of you because you could rapidly run out of water.
Dinning room

· As you may have seen on the photos of the monastery the dinning room is a part of the terrace under the pergola. In case of rain, which is very seldom in summer, you can set up a wooden table that is packed in the big coffer in the courtyard under the arch of the house and install it in the corridor which leads to the terrace. It has been specially tailored for this matter.
Terrace and courtyard
· The flowers of the courtyard will be watered by Maria. She is the maid who cleans the monastery before and after your stay. 
· The banks and the external bed have tailor made blue pillows (measures of left and right banks are not the same). Six pillows of the same color are also available for the terrace. Please don’t bring the pillows from the beds on the terrace otherwise they would rapidly be damaged.
· In case of rain or Meltem (summer north wind), don’t forget to put all mattresses and pillows inside. Blok the windows of the kitchen and the sitting room with the iron hooks to prevent them from clapping and the pane to broke.
Parking

· There is a little public parking in Plaka, just on the left after “En Plo” tavern but it is often full. There is another very large public parking down the hill of Plaka but you have to take a 300 meters sloping road to join Plaka.

· If you want a private parking located between “En Plo” tavern and the public parking, you can phone to Dimitrakis (who speak only Greek) to rent a place for 7€/day (2018 tarif).

More simple you ask Adonis, the owner of “En Plo” tavern, just close to the parking to make the connection with Dimitrakis and he will give you a remote control of the barrier.
Rent a Car

There are many rent a car agencies in Milos, but I advise you to reserve your car in advance if you are staying in august. Well known agencies are not necessary more expensive as Sixt, they have a counter at the airport and they offer a better guarantee of property and servicing. (Europcar doesn’t seem to have a good reputation in the island).

Health

· A public hospital is located down the hill of Plaka and available in case of emergency (insolation, insects bite or more serious illness). Health care is free for Greeks and Europeans from EEC.

shopping

· Dry cleaner is at the exit of Adamas, on the road to Triovassalos and Plaka (see the card attached « smart and fast clean »)

· You have three supermarkets to do your shopping while others small supermarkets are possibly more expensive :

· A new “AB Food market” on the road from Adamas to Triovassalos, for me the best place to go in terms of choices and foreign brands, there is especially a large range of Greek wines, but prices are more expensive than ALFA market..
· ALFA market in Triovassalos, just below Plaka (turn on your left after the stadium down from Plaka). It is the cheapest and the best shop for fruits and vegetables and the only one to sell fresh meat at low prices.
· A local supermarket and an ALFA market in Adamas.
· A fish shop at Triovassalos in front of the road to Tripiti.
Restaurants

The best taverns of Milos, not more expensive than the others (on average 15€ to 30€ for each person, all included) are :

· Yallos*** and Armenaki*** at Polonia, specialised in fish (so it is a little more expensive, 25-40€/person depending on the fish). They are probably the most well known restaurants of the island. It is absolutely necessary to reserve one or 2 days before for diner. Yallos has a better location on the dock of the port and Armenaki a larger choice of wine, his owner is an oenologist.

· Medousa** at Mandrakia is famous for is unique Cycladic view (pointed by the New York Time) and very nice sea food, specially octopus and squid (better to reserve).

· Embourio tavern***, probably the loveliest, cheapest and best tavern of the island for local food (15-20€/person) located on the other side of the bay on the sea, not easy to rally because you must take a trail to go by car. It will take you around 45-60 mn by car. Vegetables are cultivated and sheeps are breed in the mountain behind. Consider to have lunch to avoid a return by night on a steep trail.
· Sirroco tavern** at Paliochori is perhaps the best one to have lunch at the sea side on the beach and stay for swimming. It is very famous for its fresh fish cooked inside a hole in the volcano on the beach !

In Tripiti

· Erginas** located in front of the church with a great view on the bay where octopus and squid are very well cooked.
· Barriello*** owned by our friend Takis is a tavern which propose a sophisticated Greek cuisine at a little higher price than elsewhere (average 35€/person). He is a very warm person liking to speak with his customers. Meat and vegetables served in his restaurant come from his father’s farm in Milos. 

In Plaka

· The "Grill House **" or "Mavros Xoiros" (The wild pig) after the public parking at the top of the village just before the Palayos pastry. The tavern, owned by our friend Spiros, specializes in all barbecued meats without forgetting the essentials of Greek cuisine.
· Archontoula** is perhaps the most typical taverna in Plaka with its tables in the middle of the street going to the monastery (30 meters from it). 
· En Plo in the entrance of Plaka is renowned for Octopus and Squid cooked by our friend Adonis who can give you the remote controller to park your car in the the private parking. Upstair there is a terrace with a very fine landscape of the island to take a drink.

· We like very much too the “Fatses” tavern located on the esplanade of the archeological museum, not for the food, it is only souvlakis (barbecue meat), but for its very authentical ambience, with Greek singers singing Greek traditional “Rebetiko” music.
Cruises
If you come to Milos you cannot leave without having a day cruising around the island or its archipelago including the islands of Kimolos and Poliegos. Due to its volcanic character, the Milos archipelago offers the most sumptuous coast of the Cyclades, its colorful cliffs, its magnificent beaches accessible only by sea, a real enchantment that you will not find anywhere else!
Several options are available from Adamas (preferably west and south coast of Milos or tour of the island) or from Polonia (preferably Kimolos and Poliegos). You can reserve your places on the harbor the day before when the boats have returned from their daily cruises around 6:30 PM.
· Individually on sailboats of more than 50 feet taking about 20 people. Tarif are about 70 € per person in high season (90 € per person on sailboats of 45 feet limited to 10 people) for a cruise "all included", mask snorkel fins and lunch, unlimited drinks, snaks etc ...

· Eleni yacht a 52 feet boat, (maximum 25 persons and 75€/person) proposes a tour of Milos island with a stop at Poliegos in one day, all included.

· In a privatized boat, the Kirki, up to 8 people from the same family or a group of friends, the sailboat of Petros Papageorgiou (the master builder of our monastery) who speaks perfectly the French and English languages. Count 800 € for the day between July 15 and August 15 and 700 € from July 1 to 15 and from August 15 to 31. 700 € in May, june and September.

· From Polonia, you may have a direct cruise on the “Poseidon” fisherman motor boat of Andreas to Poliegos and Kimolos (Max 8 persons, can be privatized, 75€/person). You will discover the incredible white Kaolin cliffs of the island and the pure water of this uninhabited island. Andreas will prepare you a barbecue on the beach where you will see the wild goats of the island.
· If you want to have a great fishing experience embark at Adamas on the “Anna Maria” (Max 12 persons) and you will discover the beautiful sites of the west and south coast of Milos while fishing and enjoying at lunch the fishes that captain Kiriakos and his daughter Tina will  prepare for you (catched by you or not).

· You can rent a motor boat with a skipper at Kounos at Polonia which proposes three sizes of semi rigid inflatable boats :

· Marvel : 10 métres/300CV/9 personnes,

· Olympic : 7,50 mètres/ 300CV/8 personnes, 

· Watercraft : 6,50 mètres/175CV/6 personnes.

The tarifs are quite expensive, between 900€ and 1500€, but include the skipper and the fuel.

Beaches :
· from the Monastery, the nearest and one of the best beach is Plathiena (20 min walking and  35 min for the way back) and of course 10 min by car.
· Sarakiniko is the more amazing one with its dazzling white clay rocky mountains falling in the sea…
· In case of Meltem (north wind), south beaches are all very well protected. 
Go to Paliochori, you will find at “Sirroco” or “Deep Blue” beaches upsurge of volcanic bubles coming from the bottom of the sea 200 meters from the shore or on the beach at the intersection of the 2 beaches. And mind your feet when walking on the beach on these hot volcano spots.
you can spend the whole day in Paliochori because the beaches are equipped with mattress and tavernas. 
We like specially “Deep Blue” because of its amazing view of the tavern from the cliff but the food is better at Sirroco tavern…
There is also Firiplaka, the longest and one of the most beautiful beaches of Milos island (look at the colourfull cliffs)
· Polonia beaches and also Adamas beaches, behind the port and between Adamas and the airport.
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
